1. CALL TO ORDER
Chair Cyndi Soliz called the meeting to order at 6:16 PM
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
David Waymire led the Pledge of Allegiance
3. ROLL CALL
Planning Commissioners Present: Cyndi Soliz, John Diploma, Anita Gahimer Crow, Matt Joy, Michael Wilber, and Ken Bajema were present in the meeting room and Ann Cline participated remotely.

4. AGENDA ITEMS
a. Approve minutes from the December 5, 2023, Planning Commission Meeting. 
Ann Cline motioned to approve the minutes and the motion was seconded by Michael Wilber. All voted to approve the minutes as presented.

b. Public Comment –
In-person and online public comment was given by several citizens. All comments were about concerns related to the recreational code changes from 2021.

c. Recreation use permit moratorium. 
David Waymire prepared a staff report and presented this to the board. The presentation outlined some definition changes to the current “Outdoor Recreational Facility” as well as adding a new definition for a “Large-Scale Recreational Facility” with developmental standards. It also outlined the option of rescinding the 2021 ordinances related to the recreational changes causing concerns. Waymire asked the Planning Commission to give some direction on the path they desired to see this move. Much discussion was had about the process to make ordinance changes and eventually lift the current recreational moratorium. Anita Gahimer Crow presented new definitions for “Outdoor Recreation Facilities” and “Specialized Outdoor Recreational Facilities”. A copy of these definitions was given to each Planning Commissioner. Discussion about updating the land use matrix began. The Commission asked for maps outlining the zoning in the County. Josh Neblock explained what he could gather for the board from the County GIS system. It was agreed he would create these maps and prepare a slideshow for the next meeting. 
 
d. Next meeting location March 5th,19th – April 2nd – May 7th, 21st at the Hegewald Center. April 16th the room is not available, and the meeting will be canceled. A discussion was had about the start time of the meeting. Matt Joy made a motion to change the start time from 6:15 to 6:00. This motion was seconded by Michael Wilber. A vote of the board showed all members were in favor of this change. David Waymire agreed to update the bylaws and bring the amended version to the next meeting for the board to approve.
